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MOUNTING KIT ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 

 The mounting channels will bolt to the vertical ribs & upper lip of the van wall using a combination of plates, brack-
ets, and blind fasteners. 

 There are two mounting channels, the longer one will mount to the driver side of the van and the shorter one will 
mount to the passenger side. 

STEP 1. Assemble Plates to the Channels 

 Attach the rib mounting plates to the channel by placing a 1-1/4” long 5/16-18 bolt with a 5/16” washer through the 
slot in the channel and just barely threading the bolt into the nut on the plate as shown.

 The plates should be installed to the channels in each of the slots marked below.

STEP 2. Install 3 of the 4 Support Brackets. 

 On the front passenger side of the van, 

butt the left side of the front passenger 

bracket (20-00279) against the overlap-

ping sheet metal edge on the upper lip. 

Align the front edge of the bracket against 

the start of the bend in the upper lip. Mark 

the hole locations. 

 On the rear passenger side of the van, butt the right side of 

the other bracket (20-00278) against the overlapping sheet 

metal edge on the upper lip. Align the front edge of the brack-

et against the start of the bend in the upper lip. Mark the hole 

locations. Mirror this step at the rear of the driver side. 

 Use a punch to indent the marked locations to drill out for blind fastener installation. 

 Before drilling for blind fasteners, check to make sure you won’t be damaging wiring, gas lines, or other critical vehi-

cle systems.  

 Too much pressure while drilling or setting the blind fasteners may cause dimples in the body panel around the  in-

stall location. 

 Use 1/4” drill bit to make pilot holes.  

 Use 3/8” drill bit on pilot holes 

 Install blind fasteners using procedure shown on the next page.  

 Install each bracket using two 1/4”-20” bolts and washers to the blind fasteners. Tighten the bolts enough to hold the 

bracket up against the van lip, but leave them loose enough that the bracket can still move in and out along the slots.

STEP 3. Channel Placement 

 Slots that are 5-3/8” (155” Wheelbase) or 5-7/8” (135” Wheelbase) from the end of the channel attach to the previ-

ously-installed rear bracket on each side of the van. 

 The slot at the other end of the passenger side (shorter) channel attaches to the previously installed front bracket. 

 The second slot from the other end of the driver side (longer) channel will attach to the front bracket that still needs 

to be installed at this point.

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MOUNTING KIT ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 

 When placing the channels into place, keep the plates oriented vertically along the length of the uppermost slots 
in the wall ribs. 

 Jostle the plates through the slots so that they sit within the ribs. 

 Once the plates are all within the wall ribs, the ends of the channels can be attached loosely to the support brack-
ets that were installed earlier. Use the 1/2” long 5/16-18 bolts, 5/16-18 nylon lock nuts, and a washer on each 
side. Tighten until the channel is held against the bracket, but leave it loose enough to move along the slots. 
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MOUNTING KIT ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 

STEP 4. Install Front Driver Side Bracket 

 On the driver side, align the slot of the remaining bracket (20-00278) with the remaining slot in the channel. Loosely 

attach the bracket to the channel with a 1/2” long 5/16-18 bolt, 5/16-18 nylon lock nut, and a washer on each side. 

Hold the bracket up against the upper lip and align the front edge of the bracket against the start of the bend in the 

upper lip. Mark the hole locations. Drill a hole & install a blind fastener at each location as before (Step 2). 

 Install the bracket using two 1/4-20 bolts and washers to the blind fasteners. Tighten the bolts enough to hold the 

bracket up against the van lip, but leave them loose enough that the bracket can still move in and out along the slots. 

STEP 5. Channel Installation 

 While holding the channel against the wall ribs, level the channel horizontally. 

 When the channel is level, tighten the bolt and nut at the front bracket and the bolt and nut at the rear bracket. 

Torque to 15 ft-lbs. 

 Tighten the plate bolts while holding the plate turned as far clockwise as possible so that it grabs the inner lip of the 

wall rib. Torque to 15 ft-lbs. 

 Once all the bolts in the channel are tight, tighten the bolts holding the brackets to the upper lip of the van. Torque to 

76 in-lbs. 
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MOUNTING KIT ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 

STEP 6. Position pre-assembled (minus mounting feet) shelving inside the van. Plan out positioning of the shelves 
and accessories relative to bulkhead and wheel well.  

STEP 8. Assemble two mounting brackets to the back of the top shelf lip on outer-most position shown below us-
ing two 1/4-20 x 3/4” bolts, washers, and nylon lock nuts. Do not torque them down at this point. 

STEP 9. Position the carriage bolt plate such that you can read the word “TOP” and insert 5/16-18 carriage bolt  
from the bottom of the plate. Note: using a piece of masking tape (or equivalent) on back of the plate to 
lightly hold the carriage bolt to the plate may allow easier installation. You will need four plates per shelv-
ing unit plus two for each side (driver/passenger) for the end straps.  

STEP 7. Two shelf units next to each other on driver side should be bolted together through the end panels using 

1/4-20x3/4” bolts, washers, and nylon lock nuts. 
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MOUNTING KIT ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 

STEP 10.   Insert the carriage bolt/plate assemblies through the mounting channel and rotate 90 degrees clockwise.  
Ten will be used on driver side and six will be used on passenger side when installing standard configu-
ration of two and one shelving for driver side and passenger side, respectively.  

STEP 11.   Position the shelves and carriage bolts/plates in desired location and fasten the shelves to the carriage 
bolt/plate using 5/16-18 nylon lock nuts and washers using 1/2” socket. Fine tune the position and align-
ment of the shelves in desired location. Torque them down to 13 ft-lbs.   

STEP 12.  Place the mounting foot to the inside of the end panel and mark drilling points. Use a spacer when 

mounting on uneven surface as shown below. Use a 1” hole saw if the van is equipped with floor mats. Use a 1/4” 

drill bit for pilot and 3/8” drill for 1/4-20 blind fasteners. Install 1/4-20 blind fasteners on the floor. Refer to blind fasten-

er instruction on page 5. Always be sure to make sure you won’t be damaging wiring, gas lines, or other critical 

vehicle systems when drilling.  
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MOUNTING KIT ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 

STEP 13.   Slip the mounting foot from the other side of the end panel and install using 1/4-20 x 3/4” bolts, washers, 
and nylon lock nuts. Install to floor blind fasteners using 1/4-20 x 1-1/2” bolts. Repeat steps 12 and 13 
until all mounting feet are installed. Note that you only need to use one mounting foot where the driver 
side shelves join.  

STEP 14.   Torque down the 1/4-20 x 3/4” bolts, washers, and nylon lock nuts installed in STEP 8 to 76 in-lbs.

STEP 15.   Loosely assemble L-bracket for the end straps to the carriage bolt/plate assembled in STEP 9. Use 
washer and 5/16-18 nylon lock nut using 1/2” socket. The face of the L-bracket that is perpendicular to 
the mounting channel may face front or rear of the van depending on the shelf size and configuration.  

STEP 16.   Install the end strap to the L-bracket using 1/4-20 x 3/4” bolt, washer, and nylon lock nut using 7/16” 
wrench and socket. Position the strap such that it is inline with the end panel. Align the end strap to one 
of the holes on the end panel and secure it using 1/4-20 x 3/4” bolt, washer, and nylon lock nut. Make 
sure all components are aligned and tighten.  

STEP 17.   Make sure all shelves are aligned and make sure all bolts and nuts are properly torqued to spec. use 76 
in-lbs for 1/4-20 hardware and 13 ft-lbs for 5/16-18 hardware.
